Start the day with a 5K run/walk at 9:00 a.m. and then let your dog(s) cool off at the lagoon beginning at 10:00 a.m.  Fee is - $10 for first dog, $7 for each additional dog. Dogs of all shapes and sizes can enjoy off-leash running, jumping and swimming in the lagoon at Cameron Park Lake.  This is the only day dogs are allowed at the Lake; in the park and in the lagoon area, and it will be a tail-wagging good time!  There will be a raffle sponsored by the Cameron Park/Shingle Springs Chamber of Commerce as well as vendors.

Classes and Programs

We have many exciting programs for your children or grandchildren this year.  Summer Day Camps continue through August 5th for children entering 1st – 7th grades.  The remaining weekly themes and field trips include Club Hollywood (movie theater), Safari (Folsom Zoo), Go for the Gold (Gold Bug Park) and Olympics (Skatetown – Roseville).
