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The Cameron Park Community Services District (CSD) is busy reviewing the use of its parks/open spaces and ensuring the community’s needs are being met.  The CSD’s parks/open spaces comprise of a total of 143.1 acres.  This includes the following developed parks/facilities:  Cameron Park Community Center (Aquatic Center), Cameron Park Lake, Christa McAuliffe Park and Rasmussen Park.  The open spaces are Dave West Park, Eastwood Park, Gateway Park, Hacienda Park, Sandpiper, Dunbar, Northview Park, Royal Oaks Park, Knollwood Park, Sandpiper and Bonanza.  

According to a recent survey, the most popular parks are Cameron Park Lake, the Community Center Aquatic Center, Christa McAuliffe Park and Rasmussen Park.  The most common reasons for visiting the parks are swimming, sports, special events, lake-related, walking/running/biking, family fun and dog-related.  

October is National Fire Prevention Month.  The Cameron Park Fire Department will be visiting Blue Oak School for the annual fire safety talks with the students.  This is an excellent opportunity for children to meet fire fighters, ask questions and receive goodie bags with helpful tips on fire prevention.  
   
Cameron Park Fire Department E-89 was on static display at the California Capital Airshow on October 1st and 2nd along with various other CAL FIRE aircraft and equipment. The community has changed in numerous ways over years and Cameron Park is the true beneficiary of this cooperative agreement receiving exemplary fire and emergency medical services. 

The County is currently developing an ADA Transition Plan in regards to intersection curb ramps within County right-of-way. The ADA Transition Plan is intended to implement the goals and objectives of the County to make existing facilities accessible and usable for persons with disabilities.  The County has conducted surveys of known existing curb ramps on the western slope and held a public to outreach to the community and different organizations, including individuals with disabilities or organizations representing individuals with disabilities, to participate in the plan.
